Dear Mr. MacLean:

This is a final response to your Freedom of Information (FOLA) request dated October 14, 2006, to
the Office of Operations Coordination Directorate, Department of Homeland Security (DHS) for
information pertaining to a July 26, 2003 Department of Homeland Security “Information Circular.”
This is also a final response to your request that was originally referred to the Transportation
Security Agency from the DHS Privacy Office, DHS/OS/PRIV 07-73/MacLean Request. As
addressed in the DHS Privacy Office letter dated December 4, 2006, one responsive record was
under the purview of this office.

Some information was withheld in accordance with the Freedom of Information Act, (Title 5,

U.S.C. 552), (b)(2) information related solely to the internal personnel rules and practices of an
agency. This exemption has two profiles, “High” and “Low.” The “High” profile permits
withholding of a document which, if released would allow circumvention of an agency rule, policy
or statute their impending the agency in the conduct of its mission. The “Low™ profile permits
withholding if there is no public interest in the information, and it would be an administrative burden
to process the request. Additional information withheld in accordance with Freedom of Information
Act, (Title 5, U.S.C. 552), includes (b){5) which applies to inter/intra agency memoranda which are
deliberative in nature; this exemption is appropriate for internal documents which are part of the
decision making process, and contain subjective evaluations, opinions and recommendations; (b)(6)
the disclosure of which could reasonably be expected to constitute a clearly unwarranted invasion of
personal privacy.

If you disagree with our deciston, you have the right to administrative appeal. Should you wish to do
s0, you must send your appeal within 60 days of the date of this letter to the: Office of the General
Counsel, Department of Homeland Security, Washington, D.C. 20528, following the procedures
outlined in Subpart A, Section 5.9, of the DHS Regulations. Your envelope and letter must be clearly
marked “Freedom of Information Act Appeal.” The implementing Department regulations establish
the criteria under which the FOIA is administered.
